ADMINISTRATIVE TEAM and Capacity Building

ACTIVITIES
During the month of August 2017, the activities done were about READY, RSS, CHIVPP and IWRH projects
READY
As part of the READY project, different services were offered in the following logic:
​​ 38 teenagers from the target group, including 18 female and 20 male, underwent voluntary testing and received information about HIV/AIDS through pre and post-test counseling. We had 12 young female people from the target group (age between 10 and 19 years) for family planning and related information.
Rape Survivors’ Support (RSS)
Two self-help groups are still functioning. Home visits and medical care were provided to our RSS beneficiaries. One trauma healing workshop was done for a group of 220 people, including ten men and 10 women.

Caring for HIV Positive People (CHIVPP)

During this month of August 2017, medical follow up, nutritional support and home visits were done for our HIV positive people. One discussion group was also done on August 29th, 2017.

Improving Women’s Reproductive Health (IWRH)

FWA health accompanists have continued to sensitize people to attend NTASEKA clinic for birth control and HIV voluntary test. 
Action on Gender-Based Violence (AGBV)

Three workshops were done on the following dates: 14-16, 17-19 and 21-23 August 2017. Particiapants were 25 per worshop. Two were conducted in Kibimba and another one was done in Magarama, Gitega.  A total of 75 participants was achieved, including 44 women and 31 men. The purpose was to empower community leaders on our national rules on families and homes and conflict management as well.
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Medical Team
CONSULTATIONS

12 cases were consulted by our doctor. The nurse received 289 patients including 187 adults and 102 children.

LABORATORY

In the month of August 2017, apart from voluntary testing, there were a total of 195 tests.

FAMILY PLANNING

246 women received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse. 210 received the contraceptive injection, 16 were given pills, 1 was given a collar and 19 received male condoms. Let us underline that 80 men received male condoms.

ARV SITE

At the end of August 2017, we had 171 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 141 women and 30 men. 

PHARMACY

FWA had all necessary medicines for the month of August 2017.

PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM

In the month of August 2017, a total of 266 people received pre and post HIV test counseling and were tested for HIV; 59% of them were women and among the 20 people detected HIV positive, 15 were women with 8% of seropositivity.
