Caring for HIV Positive People (CHIVPP)
During this month of February 2018, medical follow up, nutritional support and home visits were done for our HIV positive people. One discussion group was done on February 8th, 2018. Two self-help groups for HIV positive people are now functioning.

FWA health accompanists have continued to sensitize people to attend NTASEKA clinic for birth control and HIV voluntary test. The result is that more people are attending NTASEKA clinic.

FAMILY PLANNING
285 people received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse, including 165 old cases and 120 new ones. 237 received the contraceptive injection, 23 were given pills, 0 received DIU, 3 received Implants, and 22 received male condoms.  
PRENATAL CONSULTATION (PNC)
In the month of February 2018, 28 women came for prenatal consultation (PNC). Ten women came with their spouses. Among the 28, 22 came for PNC 1, four came for PNC 2, one came for PNC 3 and one came for PNC 4.  
ARV SITE
At the end of February 2018, we had 206 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 161 women and 45 men. 
PHARMACY
FWA had all necessary medicines for the month of February 2018.
PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM
In the month of February 2018, a total of 134 people received pre and post HIV test counseling and were tested for HIV; 56% of them were women and among the 7 people detected HIV positive, 4 were women with 5% of seropositivity.
