In addition, Segal Family Foundation supported FWA to organize a two-day training workshop on good governance. Beneficiaries were FWA executive committee and some of the FWA staff. 

The general objective of this workshop was to reinforce the governance system at FWA.  

Three specific Objectives:

1. Sharing a common understanding of the importance of good governance
2. Discuss the functioning and areas of responsibility of the FWA executive committee and staff
3. Through case studies and comparative approaches, discuss ways to improve the FWA governance system, clarify the relationships between levels of governance
 The facilitator was a consultant from the Burundian Alliance Against HIV whose name is Ingénieur Marc Ndayiragije

We were able to learn about the four pillars of good governance which are participation, accountability, predictability and transparency. Six principles of good governance were also explained. Here they are:
1. Understand your role, 
2. ensure that you meet your organizational goals, 
3. be effective both in individual work and teamwork, 
4. exercise effective control, 
5. behave with integrity, and 
6. be open and accountable action

ACTIVITIES
During the month of July 2017, the activities done were about READY, RSS, CHIVPP and IWRH projects
READY
As part of the READY project, different services were offered in the following logic:
​​ 42 teenagers from the target group, including 28 female and 14 male, underwent voluntary testing and received information about HIV/AIDS through pre and post-test counseling. We had seven young female people from the target group (age between 10 and 19 years) for family planning and related information.110 young people were given information on sexual ,knand reproductive health, and 480 condoms were distributed to young people.
Rape Survivors’ Support (RSS)
Two self-help groups are still functioning. Home visits and medical care were provided to our RSS beneficiaries.
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Caring for HIV Positive People (CHIVPP)

During this month of July 2017, medical follow up and home visits were done for our HIV positive people. One discussion group was also done on July 21st, 2017.
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This same month, FWA has worked together with RBP+ (Burundi Network for HIV Positive people) to sensitize our HIV positive people to bring their children for HIV voluntary test . So, on July 21st,  a total of 51 children was tested. Only one of them was found HIV positive. 
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Improving Women’s Reproductive Health (IWRH)

FWA health accompanists have continued to sensitize people to attend NTASEKA clinic for birth control and HIV voluntary test. They have even started to sensitize people to know the importance of having toilets in their homes.
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Action on Gender-Based Violence (AGBV)

There was contact with community leaders in Giheta commune to identify people who will attend the GBV workshops in the month of August 2017.

CONSULTATIONS

18 cases were consulted by our doctor. The nurse received 184 patients including 127 adults and 57 children.

LABORATORY

In the month of July 2017, apart from voluntary testing, there were a total of 132 tests.

FAMILY PLANNING

218 women received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse. 188 received the contraceptive injection, 21 were given pills and 9 received male condoms.

Four women came for the pre-natal consultation. 

ARV SITE

At the end of July 2017, we had 156 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 130 women and 26 men. 

PHARMACY

FWA had all necessary medicines for the month of July 2017.

PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM

In the month of July 2017, a total of 231 people received pre and post HIV test counseling and were tested for HIV; 62% of them were women and among the 10 people detected HIV positive, eight of them were women with 4% of seropositivity.
