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The section below summarizes the work done during the month of May 2019.

ADMINISTRATIVE TEAM AND CAPACITY BUILDING

On May 14-24, under the leadership of FWA, QPN Burundi organized a ten-day workshop on Unarmed Civilian Peacekeeping (UCP). The venue was Kinindo training center (Mission Suedoise). We had a total of 20 participants, including 10 men and 10 women from 9 different Quaker organizations: American Friends Service Committee (AFSC), Mennonite Central Committee (MCC), Evangelical Friends Church (EFC), Trauma Healing and Reconciliation Services (THARS), FWA, Healing and rebuilding our Communities (HROC), IPB, MIPAREC, and Voluntary Group in Favor of Women and Chidren in Difficulties. The next step is networking with students at Selkirk college who were doing UCP that same time. The Mir Centre for Peace at Selkirk College and AFSC Burundi have supported the training
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Different exercises were used such as crossing the river and the cat and the rat (A group of people had to combine nonviolent strategies to protect rats from being attacked by the cats)

As an application, we shared the unarmed civilian peacekeeping skills to more than 300 students at the National University. The presentation was done in five different parts:

1. What is UCP and why UCP in Burundi
2. Principles of UCP: Nonviolence, nonpartisanship, primacy of local people, independence and respect of human rights

3. Strategies: Conscious visibility, Multi-level diplomacy, confidence building, direct protection, Structural Engaging and enhancement and capacity building

4. Experience sharing

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Testimony

My name is Ntunzwenimana Diana. I was told that my mother threw me away when I was two months old because they were always fighting with my father. I grew up feeling that I was rejected. I got married to a soldier who has been fighting in the forest. He has now disabilities in one of his legs. He has been very abusive against me.  Most of the time, he locks me in our room and beats me with his belt. I have a lot of scars all over my skin. He says I have anywhere to go because even my mother threw me away. One day, he was caught in adultery with a sex worker. He paid BIF 100,000 to be released. However, he never provide for me and our two kids. I have to wash some people’s clothes in order to survive. I’m now under birth control as it is very hard to survive with my two kids. I’m very thankful for this workshop. Most people think that I live peacefully with my husband because I have not revealed to them the way I’m surviving. This is my first time to share this story in a group of people. 

At the end of May 2019, 45 self-help groups for a total of 1055 women were functioning.

Maternity Ward Building
We need to raise at least $20,000USD to continue with this project. We have now started to raise $3,000 to include bricks in our building.
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Improving Women’s Reproductive Health (IWRH)

FWA community health workers and FWA staff have continued to mobilize people for HIV voluntary test and family planning.

Contact with the local administration was done. This project starts this June 2019
MEDICAL TEAM
CONSULTATIONS

102 cases were consulted by our medical doctors, including 28 children, 42 adults and 32 HIV positive people (22 under ARVs treatment came for medical consultation, six cases were found HIV positive and were put under ARVs treatment, one entering transfer case, two outgoing transfer cases and one case for retesting). The nurse received 314 patients including 234 adults and 80 children.

LABORATORY
In the month of May 2019, apart from HIV voluntary testing, there were a total of 232 tests.

FAMILY PLANNING
286 people received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse, including 185 old cases and 101 new ones. 250 received the contraceptive injection, 29 were given pills, 7 received implants. 

PRENATAL CONSULTATION (PNC)
In the month of May 2019, 29 women came for prenatal consultation (PNC), including 15 who came for PNC 1, 7 for PNC 2 and 7 for PNC 3.  

At the end of May 2019, we had a total of 33 women under ARVS for PTMC (Prevention of HIV transmission from Mother to Child), including seven pregnant women and 26 breastfeeding women.

ANTI-RETROVIRAL SITE
At the end of May 2019, we had 311 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 251 women and 60 men. 
PHARMACY
Regarding medications, FWA had all necessary medicines for the month of May 2019.

PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM

In the month of May 2019, a total of 111 people received pre and post HIV test counseling and were tested for HIV. Out of the total number, 71% were women and among the 10 people who were found HIV positive, eight of them were women with 9% of seropositivity.
